Cranberry Chicken:

Four boneless chicken breast halves...1 tablespoon vegetable oil...1/4 cup cranberry
juice...1/4 cup orange juice...10 and 3/4 ounce can of Campbell’s Cream of Mushroom
soup...1tablespoon dried cranberries...1 tablespoon chopped fresh sage leaves OR 1
teaspoon crushed dried sage leaves...1/8 teaspoon pepper...4 cups white rice.

Reduce to low heat, cover skillet and cook until tender.
